INSTALLATION

Preinstallation

IMPORTANT ! : Reference the LED screen installation
manual for specific instructions regarding care, handling,
cabling and installation of the LED screens.

CAUTION: Handle the LED screens with care, being
careful to not impact or drop the LED screen.

CAUTION: There is a magnetic surface on the front of the
LED screen. To prevent damage ensure that no metallic

object is pulled onto the LED screen.

NOTE: When planning the installation, remember the
requirement to run power and signal to the video wall.

Preparing LED Screens

1. Attach four mounting buttons (L) per LED screen, one to
each corner of LED screen, with four M5 x 20mm Phillips flat
head screws (K). (See Figure 1)

Determining Installation Site

IMPORTANT ! : The top of the LED screen is 7" above
the center line of the mounting lags in the mounting slots.
(See Figure 2)

NOTE: If desired, the mount installation may be started in the
middle of the video wall, attaching mounts out from the
center to the left and right ends. Installation on smaller
walls may be easier if started at the left side of the video
wall using the following instructions.

IMPORTANT ! :

1. Determine location for the top left corner of the LED wall.
(See Figure 2)

2. Make a mark 7" below the planned top left corner of the LED
wall. (See Figure 2)

3. Using a level, mark a horizontal line across width of LED
wall from the mark made in Step 2.

NOTE: This line will indicate the center line for the location of the
mounting lags in the mounting slots for the top mount(s)
in the video wall. The oversize mounting slots will allow
some upward adjustment as needed. (See Figure 2) and

(OPTIONAL) Adding Vertical Connector Kit

NOTE: If more LED screens will need to be added to the top or
bottom of the screen configuration, add TILVABPT
vertical connector kit to top or bottom of wall mount
using the following instructions. If you are NOT adding
the TILVABPT connector kit, proceed to Installing
First Mount section.
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IMPORTANT ! :

It is easier to install the vertical

connector kit BEFORE the mounts are attached to the
wall. However, it can also be installed after the mounts
are attached to the wall.

Add the vertical connector (N) to the top or bottom of the
mount, and fasten with two 1/4-20 x 1/2" Phillips pan head
screws (M) per vertical connector. (See Figure 4)

4. Partially install two fasteners into wall, but do NOT
completely tighten to wall. (See Figure 7)

NOTE: (OPTIONAL) If more LED screens need to be added to
the top or bottom of the screen configuration, add
TILVABPT vertical connector kit (not included) to top or
bottom of wall mount following instructions in the
(OPTIONAL) Adding Vertical Connector Kit. If you
are NOT adding the TILVABPT connector kit, proceed
to Step 5.

Utilizing the two adjustment washers (A) allows the
installer to pre-install the top mounting fasteners and
hang the mount from them utilizing the mounting slots.
This allows the weight of the mount to be held by the
mounting bolts and not the installer during installation.

5. Hang wall mount, aligning upper mounting slots over
fasteners, and adjust side-to-side for proper location. (See
Figure 7)

NOTE: The horizontal slots located along the vertical mount
pieces (and vertical slots located along the horizontal
mount pieces) are the center-of-screen indicators to
illustrate where the center of each LED screen will be
located, and can be used to hold a tape measure tab
while measuring. (See Figure 8)

Lay levels across flat of the mounting holes and center-of-
screen indicators, and vertically along side of mount to
ensure wall mount is square and level.

Slide adjustment washers (A) behind head of upper fasteners
in mount and tighten mount in place. (See Figure 9)

NOTE: It may be easier to insert the adjustment washers (A)

by slightly lifting up on the mount to relieve pressure on
the washers. As the adjustment washers are inserted
behind the upper fasteners the mount will rise up, and
the washers will hold it in place. Hold the washers in
place by hand while tightening the fasteners.

Adding Additional Mounts

1. Hold additional wall mount against wall ensuring that
mounting slot is lined up with center line marked on the wall
in Determining Installation Site section. Double-check
with a level. (See Figure 6)

2. Mark mounting holes in two top mounting slots along the
horizontal line. (See Figure 6)

3.  The mounting holes are 17.22" apart on-center. (See
Figure 6)

4. Drill two pilot holes (same size as those drilled for first
mount) at each marked location and use same fasteners
used on the first mount.

5. Partially install two fasteners into wall, but do NOT
completely tighten to wall.

6. Hang wall mount, aligning upper mounting slots over
fasteners, and adjust side-to-side for proper location.

7. install two 1/4-20 x 4-1/2" hex head bolts (H) and two 1/4"
steel washers (F) into the right or left side of the second
mount at both top and bottom, and through into the left or
right side of the first mount. (See Figure 12)

NOTE: The second mount may be attached to either the left or
right side of the first already installed mount.

8. Loosely fasten second mount to first mount using two 1/4"
steel washers (F) and two 1/4-20" flanged hex nuts (E). (See
Figure 12)

9. Slide adjustment washers (A) behind head of upper fasteners
in mount. (See Figure 9)

10. Tighten both fasteners between mounts (at top and bottom
where the second mount is connected to the first mount).
(See Figure 12)

11. Lay levels across flat of the mounting holes and center-of-
screen indicators, and vertically along side of mount to
ensure wall mount is square and level.

NOTE: Lift up slightly on the far side of the second mount to help
level the mount.

12. Hold the adjustment washers in place by hand and tighten
the fasteners at the top of the mount.

13. Dirill lower pilot holes at attachment locations and use same
fasteners used at top of mount.

14. Install two fasteners through lower part of mount and tighten.

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IMPORTANT ! : For larger LED walls it is helpful to check
placement and alignment of the mounts by putting a few
LED housings in place in the bottom row of the installed
mounts (referencing the LED screen installation manual
for specific instructions) during the mount installation,
checking alignment before removing the housings, and
then continuing the installation.

IMPORTANT ! : Continually recheck the alignment and
overall flatness of the wall mounts during the installation
process.

15. Continue the installation process until all wall mounts are
attached.

16. Install one #10 x 1/2" Phillips tapping screw (G) into left
upper LED mounting button hole for each LED screen
space. Install the tapping screws ONLY on the furthest left

column of mounts. (See Figure 13)

Installing Housings and LED Screens

IMPORTANT ! : Reference the LED screen installation
manual for specific instructions regarding care, handling,
cabling and installation of the LED housings and screens.

NOTE: Begin the installation of the housings in the lower left
corner of the video wall.

NOTE: One complete column of housings should be installed
before proceeding to the next column.

1. Install the first LED housing in the lowest left-hand corner of
the video wall by aligning mounting buttons on the housing
with the mounting holes on the wall mount.

2. Move LED housing forward until all four mounting buttons are
through mounting holes in wall mount.

3. Continue with the next housing (directly above installed
housing).

NOTE: Be sure to check the level and plumb of the housings
often during the housing installation.

4. AFTER the entire first column of housings are installed, slide
the column to the left side so that the mounting buttons are
against the tapping screws, and to allow clearance for
installation of the second column.

5. After the second column of housings is installed, push to the
left until the first and second columns of housings are
touching.

6. Repeat until all housings are installed.

NOTE: The tapping screws assist in centering the housings on
the mounts.

7. OPTIONAL: Remove tapping screws if housings need to be
moved further left or right of center.

8. OPTIONAL: Install two 10-24 x 1" Phillips head cap screws
(J) per housing on far right and far left column of mounts if
housings need to be moved further left or right of center. (See
Figure 16)

NOTE: The screws (J) are installed from the right side of the
furthest right wall mount and the left side of the furthest
left wall mount and can be used to push the housings to
the left or right to slightly level or align the housings by
adjusting the amount of push at the bottom or top of the
housing. The screws (J) can also be used to prevent
removal of the LED screens.

The depth of each wall mount section is controlled by the
leveling feet.

1. Using a level on the front of the housings in various places,
loosen or tighten the leveling feet adjust bolt (using a 1"
socket and T-handle driver) to assist in leveling the LED
housings across the various wall mounts until plumb. (See
Figure 17)

IMPORTANT ! : It is best to make adjustments in small
increments to prevent any binding or torquing of the
mounts. Be sure to adjust the depth evenly for both sides
of the mounts.
