All electrical connections must be in accordance with all ordinances, Before starting your installation disconnect the Power by turning off the

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OPTION A- MOUNT TO JUNCTION BOX

If there is an existing fixture remove it.

Determine the desired location of the fixture.

Hold the backplate to the surface and with a pencil,
mark the location of the drywall anchors. Drill a hole and
insert the supplied drywall anchors. Secure the mounting

hooks to the drywall anchors with the supplied screws.

Cut the plug from the end of the power cord and expose

the supply wires.

MAKE WIRE CONNECTIONS

Expose the supply wires from the J-box. Mount the mounting
bracket to the J-box with the supplied screws. Inside of the
junction box cover, tie a knot in fixture wire. Connect the black
supply wire to the black fixture wire. Secure with the supplied
wire nuts. Connect the white supply wire to the white fixture wire.
Secure with the supplied wire nuts. Attach the green J-Box wire

around green hexagonal head screw or connect it to the green

supply grounding wire of the fixture. Secure all wires with

electrical tape (not supplied). Tuck all wires carefully into the

J-Box. Align the junction box cover to the mounting bracket and

secure with the supplied thumb screws.
