Protection of fire-fighters

All concentrations are in percent by weight unless ingredient is a gas. Gas concentrations are in
percent by volume.

Move injured person into fresh air and keep person calm under observation. Get medical attention
if any discomfort occurs.

Remove contaminated clothing immediately and wash skin with soap and water. If skin rash or an
allergic skin reaction develops, get medical attention.

Immediately flush with plenty of water for at least 15 minutes. Remove any contact lenses and
open eyelids wide apart. Get medical attention if irritation or symptoms persist.

If swallowed, rinse mouth with water (only if the person is conscious). Do not induce vomiting. If
vomiting occurs, the head should be kept low so that stomach vomit doesn't enter the lungs. Get
medical attention if any discomfort occurs.

Handling

Extinguish all ignition sources. Avoid sparks, flames, heat and smoking. Ventilate. Avoid
inhalation of vapors and spray mist and contact with skin and eyes.
