Push Drain with or without Overflow
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Adjustable Wrench Teflon Tape Silicone Sealant Screwdriver

INSTALLATION:

1. Remove parts (4)/ (5)/ (6)/ (7)/ (8) (9) from the drain body (2).

2. Insert the drain assembly (1)/ (2)/ (3) downwardly through the
drain opening of sink.

So the outer threads of drain body (2) can go all the way
through the drain opening and expose beneath the sink.

3. Make sure the rubber gasket (3) to fit in the drain opening
evenly and snugly.

4. Install rubber gasket (4), washer (5) and lock nut (6) upwardly
onto the drain body (2) from the thread end of drain body (2).
Make sure the taper-surface side of the rubber gasket (4) is
facing up.

5. Slowly tighten up the lock nut (6) with a wrench until the rubber
gasket (4) can completely and tightly seal the drain opening
beneath the sink.

6. Put the rubber washer (7) back to the tailpiece (8) in its correct
direction, so the rubber washer (7) can completely sit on the
tailpiece (8).

7. Connect (7) and (8) on to the thread end of the drain body (2)
with the connection nut (9). Turn the connection nut (9) slowly
by hand until the tailpiece (8) cannot rotate.

8. Push the stopper (1) to the close position of the drain body (2),
then turn on faucet to full fill water in the sink. Examine and
make sure no water come out from the tailpiece (8) and no
leakage happen anywhere under the sink.

9. Push the stopper (1) to the open position to drain water,
examine to make sure no water leakage around the rubber
gasket (4) or connection with tailpiece (8). If leakage found,
adjust the rubber gasket (4) and re-tighten up the lock nut (6) or
reconnect the tailpiece (8) until no more leakage found.
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
