
































2. Place the fireplace on a flat, stable, and clean surface. Remove the feet (   ) and 
screws (   ) from the box. Follow the diagram above to assemble the feet.
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When installing the glass, align both
sides of the glass with the hooks on
the fireplace, then press the glass
downward to the right position.

Take out the crystal embers (   ) and driftwood log set (   ), and arrange them evenly on the 
ember bed. Then reinstall the glass panel using two self-tapping screws (   ) and the two 
original screws removed earlier. Ensure that the glass panel is securely fastened and 
will not fall off. Finally, remove the protective film from the glass.

CARE, CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE
Cleaning:

Always turn off the fireplace and unplug the power cord from the outlet before cleaning, 
performing maintenance, or moving the fireplace. Failure to do so may result in electric 
shock, fire, or personal injury.
Never immerse the fireplace in water or spray it with water. 

Buff the metal trim using a soft cloth slightly dampened with a citrus oil-based product.
Do not use brass polish or household cleaners, as these may damage the metal finish.

Clean the glass panel using a high-quality glass cleaner sprayed onto a soft cloth or towel.
Dry thoroughly with a paper towel or lint-free cloth.
Do not use abrasive cleaners, liquid sprays applied directly to the glass, or any product 
that may scratch the surface.

Use a vacuum cleaner with a brush attachment or a soft duster to remove dust and 
debris from the fireplace's intake and exhaust vents.

Wipe plastic surfaces gently with a soft cloth slightly dampened with a mild solution of 
dish soap and warm water.
Do not use abrasive cleaners, liquid sprays, or any product that could scratch the surface.

Risk of Electric Shock!
Do not open any panels. There are no user-serviceable parts inside.
Always turn the fireplace off and unplug the power cord from the outlet before cleaning, 
performing maintenance, or moving the fireplace.
Failure to do so may result in electric shock, fire, or personal injury.

The fan motors are pre-lubricated at the factory and do not require additional lubrication.
Electrical components are integrated into the fireplace and are not intended to be 
serviced by the user.

Unplug the fireplace when not in use and store it in a clean, dry place.
